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Mary Poppins: White blouse, long blue skirt and hat.  

Bert: 2 outfits- black trousers or smart shorts, white shirt and a flat cap.  

One outfit clean and one dirty! Red necktie if possible. 

Winifred: Long Edwardian style dress or long skirt and a colourful blouse.  

George: Suit with black tie and bowler hat  

Jane: Pretty dress – Pastel colours preferable and a smart coat. Bow in her hair too.  

Michael: Grey or black shorts, short sleeve white shirt and waistcoat. Smart coat. 

Bird Woman: Long brown skirt, blouse and shawl- needs to be dirty.
